SELECTION CRITERIA - Representative Teams
Each year, Gauteng North compete in the South African Senior Amateur Interprovincial Golf Tournament, that is administered by SASAGA, and two GNGU teams are selected every March by the GNGU to compete in this event – one team of eight, and one “Super Senior” (over 60) team of four. The GNGU teams are selected from an order of merit that takes into account the best TEN tournament scores of an individual, over a period of a year, starting immediately after the Inter-provincial and ending in March. The scores are the medal scores of each round, from any of the GNGU Senior Amateur stroke play tournaments,  Provincial or Regional Tournaments (36 holes each) and the National Stroke play (54 holes) played in October.
There is disparity when assessing and recording the ability of players in Tournaments played in different venues around the country, on different days, under different conditions. From 1 May 2010, GNGU Senior Amateurs will adopt the same basis of scoring as the SASAGA National Order of Merit. The course rating for the day is calculated by taking the average of the top third GROSS scores plus ties, recorded in the A Division. Fractions are taken to the nearest number; O.5 shall adopt the higher whole number. Where there are less than 30 players, the top 10 scores to count in the average.


The GNGU selection committee, plus the seniors elected representative, will comprise the selection committee. The teams will be selected in March each year – approximately 5 weeks prior to the IPT. To be eligible for selection, players are to meet the following criteria –

(a)   Have played at least 10 competitive medal rounds during the season – starting immediately after the IPT and ending in March.

All scores from the designated tourneys and trial games will be tabulated and issued to the players and election committee on a regular basis.


At least 6 players will be selected using the Order of Merit listing as a guideline.   At least 3 players for the Super senior’s team will be selected using the Order of Merit listing as a guideline. A maximum of 2 wild card players may be selected for the senior team.   A maximum of 1 wild card player may be selected for the super senior team. A non-travelling reserve will be selected for each team.

A player is also only eligible for team selection if he is handicapped at a Golf Club that is affiliated to the GNGU. 

The selection committee team selections will be final and no correspondence will be entered into.

The selection committee also selects a senior team (eight players) to represent GNGU in the annual “NEWS” Tournament, played in August, and involving teams from Gauteng North, Central Gauteng, Ekurhuleni and North West Province.
