 This letter is to inform you of the expectations we have from you as a player. We ask your commitment to do the following:

· Have a fitness program in place or ask for guidance regarding fitness
· Provide us with certain statistics, as we will be forwarding all the information to your coaches. Our commitment is not to interfere with what you and your coach are working towards as your personal goal

Same applies; play off the Senior or Men’s Club Tees, again depending on the distance which must be around 5,700 to5,800 Meters.

The GNGU selection committee have the prerogative to select after considering ranking order, performance, stroke averages and on individual merit or experience. The GNGU selection committee may also select any player as a wild card. 
The teams selected for the 72 Hole Stroke Play and the Inter Provincial Tournament will be selected at least 5 weeks before each tournament. 3 teams of 3 players in each team are selected for the 

72 Hole Team Tournament.   2 Teams are selected for Inter Provincial Tournament, consisting of 6 players in the A Team and 6/4 players in the B team. 
CODE OF CONDUCT
It is compulsory for each player to sign the Code of Conduct document before leaving for any Provincial Tournament. Players are urged to familiarise themselves with the GNGU rules of etiquette and conduct. The etiquette of golf must at all times be adhered to during any tournament. Violation of the GNGU Code of Conduct rules will imply that a player will be suspended from the team with immediate effect. Disciplinary steps will be taken in such an event.

A copy of the Code of Conduct and the Union’s indemnity form will be handed to each player selected for each tournament prior to departure. During the players’ meeting, where final arrangements will be discussed the player and or parent is required to sign all the documents. Players under 18 years of age are reminded that one of their parents must sign any required documentation on the player’s behalf. All signed documentation must be handed in at the Union Offices prior to the departure of the tournament.
